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Conclusion

The law now Is very clear on the implementation
of GACOS. It is now subject only to the developer
and the local authority to adhere strictly with the
requirements of planning law or other considera-
tions. Factors such as social impact must also be
taken into consideration. As can be seen in the
West, the development of GACOS has also devel-
oped the anti-social community where people
barely know their neighbours. Yes, it Is a best
measure to protect your family and property from
the impact of heinous crime, but at the same time,
living with the feeling of loneliness and over-pro-
tection Is not good either. No doubt, the develop-
ment nowadays must strike a balance between
providing high class living and security on one
side and social impact on the other. The writer
would suggest that the Social Impact Assessment
(SIA) be conducted by the authority before any
GACOS development is approved and imple-
mented. On top of that, below are a few sugges-
tions which can improve the GACOS:

1. While the developer always focuses on high
class luxurious GACOS, why not consider
developing a low cost GACOS. It is now In the In-
terest of the country that the distribution of wealth
and benefit be shared among all walks of people
from the wealthy to the needy. The needy also
needs extra security and public amenities as
crime can occur anywhere to any person.
Therefore, GACOS must also be implemented to
a low/medium class with minimal cost. Perhaps,
the Authority can contribute by subsidizing the
maintenance cost using various public funds
already created for the needy.

2. Environment is the important factor. The "in
thing" now Is to live In a gated community up in the
hilly area. Development such as Desa Park City
(Damansara), Sering Ukay (Ampang) etc, is a
GACOS developed on high ground. Thus, it in-
volves shaving off the hills shelves to level the
area. |t does have an impact to the environment.
The writer would suggest that for development of
GACOS In high ground, the Environment Impact
Assessment (EIA) must be conducted regardless
of the size of the development of land area.

3. The public amenities must be diversified and
well-maintained. There can be a couple of new
additions such as roller skate parks, sports com-
plexs, drifting areas, remote control car tracks,
open space cinemas etc to offer better and attrac-
tive packages to the public.

Only after the transforma-
tion of the judiciary are ongoing, this number has been reduced
fremendously. The transformation is not only limited the backlog cases
but also including the aspects of management, infrastructure, laws and
legal procedures as well as the capacity development where a great
effort have been taken to materialize this vision and mission.

Before ending his speech, The Rt. Hon. Tun also shared the recognition
received by the Malaysian Judiciary as been ranked with 29th place in
the 2015 World Bank Report Ease of Doing Business (Enforcing Con-
fract) and hope the Judiciary continues to progress and relevant in the
future.
